We are still
collecting data to be able to understand what
occurred.

MECP has completed an inspection at the Site
and identified concerns about the current height
of the landfill.

GFL continues to haul a minimum of 500,000L
per week of leachate off-site by tanker truck, as
per MECP order.

» Continued to monitor effectiveness of odour treatment and continue monitoring.
» Removed two out of the four deodorizers.

» Continued to discharge the treated leachate into the leachate building at the west landfill where it
goes through the aeration process and then is discharged into the City’s sanitary sewer.

January 2024 (to date)

= Tankers continue to remove leachate from the east site at the leachate pumping station. The
leachate is being removed off site to an approved receiver.

= Added a mini carbon scrubber unit to the leachate building at the west landfill.

» An additional deodorizer has been placed at the roundabout at Green Mountain Road and First
Road.

» GFL has scheduled a February 12t meeting with the City of Hamilton and MECP on design of new
leachate treatment facility.

= Continue to monitor effectiveness of odour treatment and continue monitoring.

All odour treatment systems are performing effectively. Pumping continues to reduce leachate
levels in landfill.
